As I write these thoughts to share I’m preparing to 
venture to the Holy Land on my first pilgrimage 
there to literally walk in the footsteps of Jesus him-
self and hopefully to grow so much closer to Him 
through my time there and the reflections to be 
shared by some of our retreat leaders and in com-
munion with the other priests from the Archdiocese 
of Philadelphia who are traveling together.  As you 
read this, I will have already returned home having 
said many prayers and remembered our parish fam-
ily and the community of Chester daily at Mass 
while traveling.  I’m sure this will have been a life-
changing trip and I look forward to sharing the fruits 
of it with you all in the weeks of preaching and con-
versations ahead. 
A few weeks ago, some of you were privileged to 
witness a unique ritual that is part of the First Holy 
Communion preparation within the Catechesis of 
the Good Shepherd that the Missionaries of Charity 
facilitate for us with many of the young children 
from the parish.  On Jan. 20th at the 10:30am Mass 
we witnessed the young children formally put their 
names forward desiring to continue with their prep-
arations for First Reconciliation and First Holy Com-
munion later this school year.  The ritual celebration 
we witnessed was the capstone of their catechism 
instruction and personal reflection over many 
weeks.  They all came forward and were given a 
copy of the Bible and the Our Father. To each child, 
by name, I spoke “Receive this Bible. May it be for 
you a great light in your life.” 
The preparation for this ritual included brief inter-
views with me in the immediate days beforehand.  I 
was amazed at the simple and sincere responses of 
these children and I wanted to share some of their 
wonder and awe so that we can all hopefully recap-
ture some of their sense of childlike amazement at 
the beauty and the grandeur of Confession and Ho-
ly Communion! When asking the children why they 
were excited for their First Holy Communion I heard 
responses like: to have Jesus in my heart; to be 

cleansed / purified from sin; to have a clean heart; 
to be able to offer up Holy Communion for a strug-
gling or deceased relative they love and/or miss. 
I hope that their simple responses can motivate all 
of us to consider the same responses for ourselves 
as we once again stand and kneel before the altar 
of the Lord and approach to receive Holy Commun-
ion one more time.  Are we excited and overjoyed 
as we ought to be in the presence of our Lord? Are 
we truly sorry for our sins? Do we desire to have 
hearts and souls that are truly cleansed and purified 
of all sin? 
May that same reflection extend to the words we 
heard with the Bible presentation – do we consider 
the Word of God to be a great light in our life? Have 
we made time to encounter Jesus in the scriptures 
and to let him instruct us through his Word such 
that we can be enlightened and come to know and 
love the commands of God that should bring joy to 
our hearts? 
If you have lost some of that sense of wonder and 

awe I invite you once again to rekindle your love for 

God and return to the practice of regular Confes-

sion along with receiving the Eucharist. Mark your 

calendars to participate with us in our annual Forty 

Hours Devotions March 3-5th as we welcome the 

Capuchin Sisters of Nazareth to our parish to share 

their reflections and to guide us in prayer before 

our Eucharistic Lord.  We will have Adoration availa-

ble during the day and celebrate devotions together 

at 6:30pm each evening (Sun. – Tues.). May this up-

coming time of prayer renew within each of us our 

desire for intimacy with God in prayer and in the 

sacraments as well as our sense of wonder at the 

incredible ways God chooses to reach out to us 

each day if only we have eyes to see.

FAST AND ABSTINENCE AND OTHER ACTS 
OF PENANCE FOR LENT 2019 

The Bishops of the United States 
prescribe, as minimal obligation, 
that all persons who are fourteen 
years of age and older are bound 
to abstain from eating meat on 
Ash Wednesday, March 6, 2019, 
on all the Fridays of Lent and Good 

Friday. Further, all persons eighteen years of age 
and older, up to and including their fifty-ninth birth-
day, are bound to fast by limiting themselves to a 
single full meal on Ash Wednesday and on Good Fri-
day, while the other two meals on those days are to 
be light.  
 
All the faithful are encouraged, when possible, to 
participate at Mass and to receive the Holy Eucha-
rist daily, to celebrate frequently the Sacrament of 
Penance, to undertake spiritual reading, especially 
the study of the Sacred Scriptures, and to partici-
pate in parish Lenten devotions as well as Lenten 
education programs. Adoration of the Blessed Sacra-
ment is especially recommended.
